High above the cluttered schedules and ringing cell phones of ordinary life is SonRock Kids 
Camp—an outdoor adventure camp like no other!  As SonRock campers, your students will 
learn how their lives can be transformed by God’s great love for them.   

Nothing challenges a person to examine his or her identity quite like an adventure in God’s 
great outdoors.  But crisp mountain air and crystal clear streams  of sweet water are only the 
beginning of what SonRock Kids Camp has to offer.  Campers will build bonds of friendship 
with each other and with caring counselors as they discover that their true identities are not 
formed by where they go, what they can do, or what others think.  Like the apostle Peter, they’ll 
explore who they are in Jesus Christ—the most important relationship of all.  Because of His 
love for us, He is the rock upon which we can build our lives!
